ACBL Charity Foundation 
Did you ever wonder what happens to the money raised in ACBL charity games?

Answer:  It is sent to The American Contract Bridge League Charity Foundation Corporation.  The ACBL Charity Foundation is a 501(c)3 organization, and contributions are fully tax deductible (The ACBL is a 501(c)4 organization).  The Foundation headquarters share office space in Memphis with the ACBL headquarters.  This is a separate organization with a separate Board of Directors.
2010 DISTRICT 14 Charity Foundation Grants
Since 1964, the ACBL Charity Foundation has made substantial contributions to a wide range of charitable organizations.  In an effort to respond to the needs of charity in our local areas, in 2005 the ACBL Charity Foundation began issuing grants to districts rather than granting one contribution to a national Charity of the Year.

Good News!  The funds contributed to the Charity Foundation have increased by 68% over 2008.   As a result, the Foundation Trustees passed a new policy to allocate $30,000 (increased from $20,000) annually to five Districts on a rotating basis. 

District 14 will be the recipient of $30,000 during 2010.  This can be divided into no more than seven separate grants, each of which must be made to a qualified 501(c)3 organization. The checks will be written and distributed directly to the recipients after the appropriate documentation of the 501(c)3 status has been provided.  As your District Director, I will work with the District 14 Board at its May 2010 meeting to identify our charities and then request for grant allocations by December 1, 2010.   In preparation, please pass along suggestions for charitable organizations you would like considered to your Unit.
