· We voted in the board meeting to continue to have local administrators, working closely with the DIC (Director In Charge), set the Regional schedule including number of boards, etc. This decision can only work if the DIC is heavily involved to ensure that the resulting schedule has no significant flaws. Some of our players do not understand why the board is willing to abdicate this responsibility – a few of the comments were forceful to say the least. 

· A special Bridge sub-committee met with Millard Nachtwey, Matt Smith and Sol Weinstein to discuss slow play (one of our 2010 goals). We were all surprised to learn that our regulations on slow play have not been updated since 1992. Two action points came out of the meeting. First, the three TDs have agreed to develop wording which would give TDs the necessary authority to enforce slow play regulations. Second, it was recognized that all TDs, especially those in charge of NABC events, must do a better job of enforcing slow play penalties. The TDs will have their draft completed by the end of April. In my opinion, this meeting was a very good first step in addressing slow play.
