NORTH AMERICAN PAIRS (NAP)
· Mike Flader reported that the District Finals held at the Sioux City Regional on Saturday, October 1, had 4.5 tables in Flight A, 14.5 tables in Flight B, and 4 tables in Flight C. 
GRAND NATIONAL TEAMS (GNT)

· Mike Cassel reported and distributed a written report
· Mike Cassel moved that team entry fees for the District 14 GNT District Finals be raised from $48 to $50 per session. Seconded. Carried.
· Mike Cassel moved that, on a trial basis for the next three years, the Regional tournament sponsors forward $2 per table from the initial session of a 4-session KO and $0 per table from subsequent rounds to the District to support subsidies for Flights B and C District Champions. The tournament sponsor, at its discretion, may increase KO entry fees to cover their increased expenses to meet this obligation. Seconded. Failed.
· Mike Cassel moved that net revenues for the NAP District Final shall be reserved for distribution as subsidies to District GNT champions of each flight. Seconded. Carried.

OLD BUSINESS
· Sarah Imig worked with the Rea’s who conducted the Better Bridge Seminar for bridge teachers. The Sioux City Regional had 13 participants. The fee for the seminar was $125 per person. To lower the cost for each participant, the District paid $100 of the fee. 

· Gus Doty moved to offer the Better Bridge Seminar at the 2012 Gopher Regional. District 14 would pay $100 of the fee for the first 15 people who registered. Seconded. Failed.

· After some more discussion, the Board will consider again offering this program at the 2012 USBF regional in the Twin Cities.
· Roger Anderson and Nancy Wittwer were appointed to evaluate the success of this fall’s seminar and report back at the Gopher Regional in 2012 under Old Business.
NEW BUSINESS
· Unit 181 (District 2; Winnipeg, Manitoba) is exploring the possibility of moving to District 14 and would like to know if District 14 has any interest in their making such a move. It currently has one regional every two years and would like to maintain that arrangement. 
· Rosie appointed a task force to study the issue and make a report at the Gopher Regional in 2012. The Task Force members are Larry Brobst, Dee Wilson, Sara Imig, and Rosie Vanek. 

· There was a discussion of the District 14 policy that units are allowed to schedule a sectional tournament on the same weekend of a District 14 regional if the distance between the tournaments is at least 375 miles. After some discussion of how tournaments are scheduled, and the impact of those schedules on surrounding districts, no change was proposed to district policy.

· It was moved that District 14 STaC games use hand records. Seconded. Failed. 

· Peg Kaplan moved that District 14 regionals offer a two-session regionally-rated event on all full days of the regional. Seconded. Carrier.

· Justin Graver moved that District 14 novice games be defined as games that are open to players with fewer than 300 masterpoints.
