Sometimes this game is hilarious.  This is a hand that had me chuckling at the end as it got down to a battle of the smallest of cards.
The bidding, starting with West:  1C-2NT-P-?

Now, I am wondering how good pard might be with East passing.  Do I venture 3NT?  

I decided pard’s hand was short in HCP’s and East had some stuff, so I tried 3H, all pass.

 

I got the 7 of spades out, dummy was about what I expected, and it went to the Q and my A, and I tried the 5 of hearts, West rising with the K to try another spade, my K winning.  Now I laid down the J of dimes it went Q to dummy's A East following, and I called for the Q of hearts -9-4-A.  (Note I’m playing my motley 5-4-3 of hearts from the top down.)
 

Back came the 8 of dimes, I called for the 9 and East’s K won, me following low.  Now east tried his last dime and I'm looking at my 3 of hearts.  I know there is one trump out but to be honest, I don’t recall every heart that was played.  West rose twice and I recall East playing medium sized hearts both times.  Yes, I was somewhat lazy keeping track of the spots, but I’m envisioning the last heart out being the deuce and it must be with west.  

 

So I ruffed with my last heart, the 3 ... as West pitched a club.  I'm smiling as I ruff a club in dummy, pull West's last heart, the TWO spot, and claim for +170.
