Reno – March 2010
Special Games at Clubs:

Effective July 1st, 2010, the following changes will be made.  Special games at Clubs may be run every week in February (Junior Fund month), April (Charity month) and September (International Fund month).  In the other 9 months, the games can be run only once per month per sanctioned session.  The masterpoint rating for all special games will be 70% of sectional rating maintaining the current cap of 6.00 masterpoints. 
Also any games run for local charities, the club manager must prepare an annual report, showing how much and to whom, by February 28th of the following year.
ACE of Clubs Race

All games at clubs, except STaCs, retroactive to 1/1/2010 will count in the Ace of club races.
Super Senior Pairs

A Super Senior Pairs (for those 70+), has been added to the final weekend of the Fall NABC.  If successful, a Super Senior Swiss (70+) and a Super Senior Bracketed KO will be added to the final weekend at the other two NABCs.  Start times will be 10:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. 

Platinum Pairs 

The Platinum Pairs debuted in Reno.  This event was designed to be the toughest Pairs event in the World.  To enter you and your partner must meet one of three qualifications: 1) won 50 platinum points in last 3 years 2) won 200 platinum points in lifetime or 3) won 10,000 points lifetime.
Motion to Change Senior Age

The Board defeated a motion to phase in a change in the ACBL Senior Age from 55 to 60 over a four year period. 

NAP Awards

The Board approved a motion that the NAP monetary awards for the various flights will be a fixed amount beginning with the 2010/2011 event. In the event of a tie the qualifiers will receive the total of the awards for the tied places, divided by the number of players involved with the tie.
