ACBL Charity Foundation Grants
Before 2005 the ACBL Charity Foundation designated a “Charity of the Year” to which the foundation donated $100,000.  Beginning in 2005, that money was divided among 5 districts, $20,000 per district, to be allocated to charities designated by each district board.  Each district would get a chance to allocate this money on a 5 year rotation, beginning in 2005.  District 14 was included in the 2007 rotation.  If the allocations remain the same, our district will have another $20,000 to allocate in 2012.

At the October District Board meeting at the Sioux Falls Regional, our district board designated 3 charities to receive equal shares of our allocation.

Fargo Union Mission, a shelter in Fargo, ND

SHIFT, an organization that uses the skills of baby boomers to help the community

UNIT 241 Educational Foundation, a foundation created to fund bridge education, especially in the schools, when money from ACBL is not available.
